Highlights 

The text describes a particular episode in the disaster that occurred on September 11, 2001 in New York in praise of the courage and compassion of man. It begins with the common people’s perception about the WTC. The author also describes the initial reaction of people inside the WTC when the building was hit, and then a concrete example about how three people endeavored to save a heavyset man with their joint efforts. The text ends with the gathering of some of the survivors and the victims’ wives. It is a most touching scene. And it seems to suggest that the author has, from what is described above, reached the conclusion about the ultimate moral dilemma: “Save yourself, or save author”.

 

Structural analysis of the text 

Part 1(Para.1): In this paragraph two images are used to emphasize the power (steadiness) of the WTC. They are storms and drawstrings. Storms were nothing compared with the giant building, and even the swaying of the drawstrings was only an illusion. 

 Part 2(Para.2-9): Paragraphs 2-5 present a picture of what happened immediately after the hit. Note the author uses the image of the drawstrings again, instead of an explicit description, to indicate the terrible force of the strike. 

After a few second of initial confusion, people began to try to find their way out. Such attempts are epitomized by the effort of the employees in May Davis.

“burning jet fuel” refers to the fuel from the airplane. It is reported that the airplane struck into the WTC only a few minutes after it took off with its tanks full of fuel, which are said to have been the cause of the explosion that led to the collapse of the building.

The following question could be asked:

1) What is the implication of the parallel sentences “For some … a matter of …” and “For some … as basic as…”?

2) Is there any evidence that showed people’s concern for others?

Part 3(Para.10-30):Paragraphs 10-14 depict the scene of Mayblum’s encounter with the heavyset man on the 53rd floor where Ramos and Hong offered timely help. Notice that the author uses various words to present the horrible situation inside the WTC: an extraordinary purgatory ( Paragraph 3 ), pandemonium ( Paragraph 9 ) .

In paragraphs 15-22,students could get an idea how the three persons ( Ramos, Hong and the heavyset man ) managed to get down to the 36th floor.

The following question could be asked:

How did they manage to get down from the 53rd floor to the 36th floor?

They first got down to the 44th floor in the elevator which, fortunately, was still working. Then Ramos and Hong helped the man down to the 36th floor, which took them one hour and five minutes ( “one step at a time ” ).

Paragraphs23-30 are the most moving part of the story. It tells us how, in the most dangerous moment when the heavyset man was completely exhausted, Ramos and Hong still insisted on helping him out of the building, how the fireman ordered Hong to leave, and how Ramos decided stay behind with the heavyset man.

1.      “the collapsing tower next door” refers to the South Tower which collapsed thirty minutes earlier than the North Tower.

2.      “Who are you, screaming at him to get out?”→ “Who do you think you are? You have no right to shout at him and order him to get out.”

Part4(Para.31-34): These paragraphs make up the last part of the text which relates the gathering of some of the survivors and victims’ family memory of the dead after the disaster.

The last paragraph is a condensed account of Ramos’s heroic deed. It echoes that sentence with a very moving picture. Notice the word “fade”, which literally means “”to become unclear, suggests that Harry Ramos probably died in his attempt to save the heavy man.

Highlights 

Problems connected with aging are quite a common phenomenon of our society.

According to the development of ideas, the text can be divided into three parts. 

At the very beginning the writer airs her own view about the problem of growing older. By giving some examples the writer illustrates a number of distinct advantages of growing older. Then the writer winds up her discussion with a reference to her parents’ contentment in the last paragraph.

 

Structural analysis of the text 

Part 1(Para.1-2): the two paragraphs make up the first part of the text.

“… gladly sign with the devil just to be young again”(paragraph 2),literally the phrase “sign with the devil” means “to sign a contract with the devil, so that the devil would help you become young again”. In the text the phrase is metaphorically used to mean “ready to do anything, even to work for the devil just to be young again”. 

The following questions could be asked:

1) Why do people want to hide their gray hair and delay the effect of aging?

2) Does the writer deny the virtues of being young? 

Part 2(Para.3-5): the writer, in paragraph three, offers the first advantages of growing older – not being obsessed with one’s appearance. It can be noticed that the technique of contrast is used to project the difference between adolescents and people in their forties:

Part 3(Para.6): after sharing her own experience in contrast to adolescents’ problems with the readers, in this paragraph the writer turns the issue to the similar to the one mentioned in the first paragraph: the validity of American values on the aging problem. The writer cites her parents’ example to back her view, thus echoing the theme—distinct advantages of growing older makes a better phrase of life.

Ⅲ.An integrated analysis of Text 1 
Highlights 

The text is to tell that life’s value lies not only in one’s struggle against adversity, but also in one’s readiness to help others. According to the development of the story, the text is composed of four parts, each of which focuses on one topic. Respectively, these topics are about the author’s first life, his second life, his third life and his reflection on the auto-repair incident. Try to tell those paragraphs that makes up each part.

Structural analysis of the text

  Basically, the story falls into four parts.

 Part 1(Para.1-2): these two paragraphs are about the author’s first which could be further divided into two phases: the first phase was a hard struggle to make a living because of the early death of his father and the support for his paralyzed mother, and the second phase was “a pleasant dream”, because the author had everything that a happy life can offer.

1) “when I arrived as …” : when I was born as.

2) “San Jose” and “San Carlos”: are two small cities in the west of California, USA.

 

Part 2(Para.3-5): In these three paragraphs, the author depicts his life afflicted by the disease, especially the difficulty in climbing the 14 steps.

However, what the author attempts to convey is not so much a picture of his struggles against the disease as his painful climbing of the 14 steps. Instead of boasting his strength and courage as one might expect, the author confides to us his frustration and disillusionment through his reactions to the rhetorical question “Crazy?” and the assumption of others: “You might think that here walked a man of courage and strength. Thus we see his dread that he would be through—if he could not one day repeat the process of climbing the steps”.

The following questions could be asked:

1)      what does the author mean by “ And I managed to keep my health and optimism, to a degree, because of 14 steps”?

2)      Why does the author call these steps “14 miserable steps”?

 

Part3(Para.6-8):Paragraph 6 describes how the author got a flat tire in a stormy night and his desperate need for help.

1) “the less-traveled road”: the road that usually has little traffic.

2) “the steering wheel jerked in my hands”: the steering wheel became uncontrollable because of sudden and unsteady movements

3) “as the enormity of the situation swept over me”: as the terrible situation shocked me instantly. The word “enormity” implies a serious situation that usually is vicious or wicked.

4) “the shoulder of the road”: the edge or ridge running on either side of a roadway. “the rain-slick shoulder of the road”: the road shoulder made slippery by the heavy rain.

Paragraph7 describes how the man and the little girl managed to replace the flat tire and how the author felt about it

Paragraph8 mainly consists of conversations between the author and the old man and the little girl, in which the old man declined the author’s payment.

Part4(Para9-10): these two paragraphs concluding paragraphs are the author’s   reflection on the incident and his life philosophy, from which he discovered the true value of life.

1)    “… feeling with cold, wet fingers for bolts and tools in the dark – a dark that for him would probably never end until his death.”: Here “in the dark” refers to that dark night, while “a darkness” alludes to the man’s blindness. Note that here is a play of words, which can also be noticed in the last sentence in paragraph 10, , “I will change a tire for a blind man in a car – someone as blind as I had been.” The author means that he had so far been blind to the needs of others.

2)  “Therefore all things whatsoever ye would that men should do to you, do yr even so to them..”: therefore do to other people whatever you would like them to do to you.

The Diary of the Unknown Soldier

 I.  Topics for pre-reading

  Have you seen any war film? Can you describe the scene of the cruelties of war?

Can you guess what question a soldier would ask about war before he was killed?

 

II.  Structural analysis

This story is dedicated to all of the unknown soldiers who died while trying to protect the lives of the innocent. And it shows us what happened in different three days according to the soldier’s diary. This passage is divided into three parts.
Part 1  November 24, 1943  (The first entry)

Paragraph 1: The first paragraph provides a contrast between what the author saw in the battlefield and what he and his fellow soldiers had expected before they joined in the war. The destruction (piles of rubble, lifeless bodies) of the war is poignantly portrayed with the soldiers’ innocent confidence.

Paragraph 2: This paragraph is a description of the enemy’s air raid before the unknown soldier wrote this entry. It is a flashback.

Paragraph3-4: As a lucky survivor of the air raid, the author witnessed the aftermath of the bombing (“a sea of blood”). Besides, his narrow escape made him aware of the real possibility that he would be killed any moment. That is why the author’s thoughts jumped from “a sea of blood” to his longing for his “darlings daughters” and beloved wife. 

 

Part 2  November 29, 1943  (The 2nd entry)
Paragraph 1: This paragraph consists of three points. The author begins with his remarks on the validity of war(Sentence1--4), and then turns to his grim situation at that time(S5--9), and shifts to those dead soldiers and their families.

Paragraph 2: This paragraph projects the author’s strong passions: his affection for his family (daughters) and his rage for “selfish and ignorant” killing and destruction. In the last sentence the author strikes home in his attitude to war: not caring about each other is more cruel than killing on the battlefield. 

 

Part 3  December 24, 1943 (The 3rd entry)

The third part has only one paragraph, possibly written before the author was killed by the Nazi soldier who was inspecting the trench. What readers can see in the paragraph is like picture-talking with the focus shifting from the approaching death on the battlefield to the author’s envisioned peace at home. Then it ends abruptly with one last question about the sensibility of war, “Why?”, possibly with the end of his life. Look at these snapshots:

   ---Nazi troops’ invasion into their location;

  ---the author’s vision of lying in his own bed at home, waiting for Christmas;

---his feeling of being close to death;

 ---his vision of his daughters at home;

---a Nazi soldier’s footsteps coming in his direction;

 ---his last wish to get his diary back home.

In the first paragraph the author describes the tall and defiant towers of St. Martin’s Cathedral and the Cloth Hall and tell us that “the Flemish city has been invaded nineteen times” in her history, which suggests that the evil will never be able to conquer the good. In the last paragraph, the author mentions, “this daily moment of solemnity passes quickly. Ypres is preparing for the annual Festival of the Cats”, which tells us that life is sweet and that, whatever happens, sweet life goes on.

Paragraph 2 narrates Peck’s life before he graduated from high school.

Paragraph 3 is mainly about Peck’s decision to be an actor and his early experiences on the stage.

(1) What made Peck decide to be an actor?
(2) Were Peck’s early experiences of acting very successful? When was the turning point?
 

Part 3 (paragraph 4-6)

Paragraph 4 is about the ascent of Peck’s fame as a gifted actor during the 1940s

Paragraph 5 explains why Peck is adored by his audience and that’s because of the image he created on the screen—the typical mid-century American man, romantic and tough.

Paragraph 6 introduces Peck’s best film To Kill a Mockingbird, which won him an Oscar Award for Best Actor.

 Part 4 (paragraph 7)

This paragraph gives an account of Peck’s life philosophy in relation to his acting career on the screen.
 Part 5 (paragraph 8-9)
These two paragraphs serve as a conclusion of the passage.

Ⅱ. Structural Analysis of the Text
First Part        para.1---para.2
The first two paragraphs serve as an introduction, in which the author mentions the common phenomenon of people hurting each other.
The following questions could be asked:

1) What does the author mean by saying “We all muddle our way through a world…”
2) What is our natural response when we are unfairly hurt? Why?
Language points 
1. Alone → only or without any others;
E.g. She alone must decide what to do (= no one else can do it for her). 
The airfare alone would use up all my money, never mind the hotel bills. 
2. Spouse →a person's husband or wife;
E.g. In 60% of the households surveyed both spouses went out to work.
Second  Part    para.3---para.5
In this part, the author first proposes the right approach to the matter by quoting a philosopher’s words and giving the example of Pope John Ⅱ in paragraph 3. In the following two paragraphs the author comments on our reactions to “deep and unfair hurts” from two perspectives. He first admits that it is not easy to forgive, but he points out the true merit of forgiveness.
The following questions could be asked:

1) How does the author comment on forgiveness and hate?
Language points 
3. Faculty of forgiving → the ability to forgive.

4. Pay for→ to be punished for doing something bad to someone else, or to suffer because of a mistake that you made;
E.g. We all pay for our mistakes in some way at some time.

He tricked me and I'm going to make him pay for it!
5. Response → [C or U] an answer or reaction;
E.g. Responses to our advertisement have been disappointing.

Her proposals met with an enthusiastic response.

I looked in her face for some response, but she just stared at me blankly.

* Be in response to 

E.g., Management has granted a 10% pay rise in response to union pressure.
6. Cut sth out 

1) To remove something or form a shape by cutting, usually from paper or cloth;
E.g. She cut out his picture from the magazine.
2) To stop eating or drinking something, usually to improve your health;
E.g. Since my heart attack, I've cut fatty foods out altogether.
* cut sb out → to not allow someone to share something or be included in something;
E.g.They cut me out of the conversation.
Third  Part     para.6---para.18
This part can be divided into four sections, with each section explaining one guideline.

Section 1 (para.6---para.9)

Paragraph 6 is a transitional paragraph that leads to the author’s suggestions. And in para.7 to para.9 the author puts forward the first guideline exemplified by Liz’s case.

The following questions could be asked:

9) What is the first problem in our attempt to achieve forgiveness?

10) What can be learned from Liz’s case?

Language points 
7. Let go of → to release;

E.g. Let go of me, you vicious monster!

Let go of the past in order to progress.

8. Surgery of the soul → healing the wound, putting the mind at peace.

9. But she could not keep up the duplicity → she did not want to deceive herself any longer by hiding her hate.

10. One day she confronted him → one day she produced evidence and accused him of his wrong. The phrase “confront somebody” here means: meet somebody and present facts or evidence in order to accuse him.

11. Malice → the wish to harm or upset other people;
E.g. There certainly wasn't any malice in her comments.
I bear him no malice (= do not want to harm or upset him).
12. Fury →extreme anger;
E.g. He could hardly contain his fury.

She flew into a fury at the suggestion.
13. Surface 

1) The outer or top part or layer of something;
E.g. Tropical rain forests used to cover 10% of the Earth's surface.

The marble has a smooth, shiny surface.

2)
The top layer of a field or track on which sports are played;
E.g. The match will be played on an artificial/all-weather surface.

3) The flat top part of a table, cupboard, etc;
E.g. Don't put anything wet on a polished surface, or it will leave a mark.
* scratch/scrape the surface → to deal with only a very small part of a subject or a problem;
E.g. There's far more to be said - I've only had time to scratch the surface in this talk.

14. Compel 

1) To force someone to do something;
E.g. [+ to infinitive] As a school boy he was compelled to wear shorts even in winter.

The new circumstances compelled a change in policy.

2) To produce a strong feeling or reaction, sometimes unwillingly;
E.g. Over the years her work has compelled universal admiration and trust. 

15. be critical of → to criticize someone or sth. severely;

E.g. You want your way, and can be critical of any authority.

You seem to be critical of the chairman's political initiatives.

Section 2 (para.10. para.12)

These paragraphs make up the second guideline for forgiveness.

The following questions could be asked:

1) What can we learn from the case of the author’s adopted daughter?

Language points 
16. her natural mother → her biological mother. Here it refers to the mother who gave birth to Cathy.

17. Strip sb/sth of → to take away from;

E.g. He was stripped of all his possessions.

18. Insight → (the ability to have) a clear, deep and sometimes sudden understanding of a complicated problem or situation;

E.g. It was an interesting book, full of fascinating insights into human relationships.
Section 3 (para.13---para.16)

The four paragraphs are about the third guideline.
The following questions could be asked:

1) How does the author understand the guideline “Let go of the past” in relation with forgiveness?

Language points 
19. Skeptical→ doubting that something is true or useful;
E.g. Many experts remain skeptical about/of his claims.
20. Escape → [I or T] to get free from something, or to avoid something;
E.g. Two prisoners have escaped.

A lion has escaped from its cage.

She was lucky to escape serious injury.

His name escapes me (= I have forgotten his name).

Nothing important escapes her notice/attention.
Section 4 (para.17---para.18)

The two paragraphs are about the fourth guideline --- do not give up on forgiveness because it calls for determination and continual effort.

The following questions could be asked:
1) What does C.S.Lewis’s example indicate?
21. Who so darkened my childhood → who made my childhood so miserable.

22. Darken → to become dark;
E.g. The sky darkened as thick smoke billowed from the blazing oil well.
23. attempt → to try to do something, especially something difficult;
E.g. [+ to infinitive] He attempted to escape through a window.

He attempted a joke, but no one laughed.

There's no point in even attempting an explanation - he'll never listen.
*make an attempt

E.g., She made a few half-hearted attempts to join in their conversation.

Fourth  Part     para.19---para.22
The author first cites a seemingly sound argument in para.19---the wrongdoer should not be let off the hook, but he is in fact setting a target for his own counter-argument in the subsequent paragraphs. Therefore, then he points out that we often do wrong to others without being aware of it and what the wrong done to us is therefore often their reaction to what we have done to them.

The following questions could be asked:
3) What does the author mean by “Vengeance never evens the score”?

4) What does the author want to shoe with the example of Mark?

Language points 
24. The wrongdoer should not be let off the hook → we should not let go of the wrongdoer without punishing him.
25. Vengeance → the punishing of someone for harming you or your friends or family, or the desire for such punishment to happen;
E.g. On the day after the terrorist attack, the overall mood was one of vengeance.
26. Mutual → (of two or more people or groups) feeling the same emotion, or doing the same thing to or for each other;
E.g. Theirs was a partnership based on mutual respect, trust and understanding.
Fifth  Part     para.23

This is the concluding paragraph, in which the author reiterates his view that forgiveness can “heal the hurt and create a new beginning”.
27. Divine act of creation → noble act of moving into a new phase of life.
