3. Highlights 

The text is the author’s memory of the most important and unforgettable experiences when he was between 10 and 12. He had learned from his grandfather the profound meaning of “never say goodbye” and became firm and strong-willed as a child. The author wants to tell us that we should never give in to sadness, that we should always be firm and strong-willed, and that we should always remember the joyful and happy events of life as well as our cherished friendship.
4.Structural analysis of the text and language points

The passage can be divided into three parts.
Part One: (Paragraphs 1-4) bringing up the problem the author was confronted with: it is hard to overcome the sadness as the moment of parting drew near. So he turned to his grandpa for help.

Para. 1: beginning of the story ---introducing the background

The author was reluctant and bitterly sad to move away from his old home because it was the only home that he was ever known. His whole life, brief as it was, had been spend in that big old house, graceful touched with the laughter and tears of four generations.
       Para. 2-4: the implication of GOODBYE the author learned from his grandfather:

being too final, too cold for friends to use; implying sadness and unhappiness. The grandfather wanted him to think of joyful and happy events of life instead of feeling sad and miserable.

Part Two: (Paragraphs 5-13) By narrating his sad experience of the loss of his eldest son during the war, the grandpa illustrates how one can overcome the sad feeling resulting from the loss of someone dear to him by recalling not the moment of parting but the happy times spent together.
Para. 5-9: the grandpa’s intention of saying “it isn’t just the roses that are beautiful; it is that special place in your heart that makes them so.”

 The grandfather want to:

1) tell the author a true story of related to the rose bush and hoped to enable him to feel with his heart how beautiful those roses were! 

2) reveal his special associations with the roses and with his saying goodbye to his son, as well as to disclose the root cause of his advice not to say goodbye to one’s relatives and friends.

Para 10-13: The telling of the story related to the rosebush. The message of the text is conveyed in Para. 13 

The grandfather want the author:

1) never to give in to the sadness and the loneliness of the word goodbye.

2) remember instead the joy and happiness of those times when he first say hello to a friend.

3) take that special hello and lock it away with him---in that place in his heart where summer is an always time. 

4) Reach deep within him and recall that first hello when he and his friends must part from each other.
Part Three: (Para. 14-20): by the way he behaved when confronted with another sad moment---the loss of his grandpa, the author shows us that he came to understand what his grandpa had taught him.

The parting between the author and his grandfather was so cheerful and pleasant as if they were old friends greeting each other, which showed that his grandfather adopted an optimistic attitude towards his own death and that the author became so strong-willed as not to give in to the sadness.

When the author was told that his grandfather had died, he remained perfectly calm and composed instead of being plunged into sadness. Remembering his grandpa’s words, he reached deep within him for those special feelings that had made up their friendship. Suddenly and truly, he realized what his grandfather had meant about never saying goodbye---about refusing to give in to the sadness.

Highlights 
This text is an expositive essay composed of seven paragraphs. The first paragraph, the first part of the essay, raises the question which is directly related to the topic of the essay: the relationship between learning and the marks of an educated man, that between learning and education, and that between education as well as certain traits and capacities which have to be gained by conscious efforts. Paragraph 2-6 comprise the body of the text, which presents a brief account of the five key traits of an educated man: correctness and precision in the use of the mother tongue; refined and gentle manners; the power and habit of reflection; the power of growth; procession of efficiency. These five major traits are explained and /exemplified respectively. In the last paragraph, the last part or conclusion of the essay, the writer stresses that given these five traits, one processes the outline or framework of an educated man, and that the outline may be filled in by whatever knowledge, ability or skill that one is in procession of.
4. Structural analysis of the text and language points
The passage can be divided into four parts.
Part One: (Paragraphs 1) the beginning part of the text. The first sentence of this paragraph puts forward a thought-provoking question that is closely associated with the subject of this expository essay. The rest of the first paragraph tell us about the relationship between learning and the marks and an educated man that between learning and education, and that between education as well as certain traits and capacities which have to be gained by conscious efforts.
Part Two: (Paragraphs 2-6) in these three paragraphs, the writer discusses the five traits of an educated man, comprise the body of the essay. The second paragraph is concerned with the first trait of an educated man, i.e. he must be correct and precise in the use of the mother tongue. The third paragraph points out and defines the second and indispensable trait of the educated man, i.e. refined and gentle manners, presenting a contrast between good and bad manners. The fourth advances and explains the third trait of the educated man: the power and habit of the reflection. The fifth paragraph puts forth and expounds the fourth trait of the educated man: the power of growth. The sixth paragraph mentions and explains the fifth trait of the educated man: his procession of efficiency. The writer presents, explains or discusses the five traits of an educated man in a reasonable and logical manner. 

Part Three: (Paragraphs 7): the concluding part of the essay, makes it quite clear that the five traits discussed above comprise the outline of an educated man, and that so long as one boasts this outline, the specific content can be filled in by whatever knowledge, competence, and skills that one possesses.

According to the text, “hot” is the “World Wide Web”, and anything associated with it, while “not” refers to “lack of bandwidth, evolving standards, low interactivity, the current economic model, growing pains, passwords…”. The writer’s opinion about the Internet phenomenon goes as follows: Just how the Internet phenomenon will continue to unfold is open to question. The potential is certainly there for things to proceed on an exciting course, as evidenced by the current wave of interest. Yet, there are problems ---- some simple and some complex; some with short-term solutions some requiring time to be resolved.
4.Structural analysis of the text and language points
The passage can be divided into three parts.

Part One: (Para. 1) This paragraph epitomizes the advantages or benefits of the World Wide Web: the Web is like one great big library with all the books or various kinds of information available to you.
Part Two: (Para. 2-8) These seven paragraphs, making up the body of the text, illustrate and exemplify the advan​tages and undesirable aspects of the Internet and the Web. Paragraphs 2, 3, and 4 illustrate the benefits of the Internet and the Web.
Para. 2: tells us the fact that the writer quickly obtained the words to a song by doing a Net search and having the words printed out.

Para. 3: states how he rapidly found the solution to his challenging problem with a hard drive.

Para. 4: illustrates the rapid growth of commercial action on the Internet.

Para. 5: points out that how the Internet phenomenon will continue to unfold is open to question.

Para. 6: the writer mentions the good points of the Internet and the Web and raises the question contained in the title.

Para. 7: lists some undesirable aspects of the Internet, with reference to the good news that efforts are being made to improve those weak points.

Para. 8: answers the question “What's Hot?”
Part Three: (Para. 9): This paragraph, the conclusion of the essay, draws attention to the writer's eagerness to be able to dispose of all of his junk mail, catalogues, etc. by locating them in his computer so that he can easily find the things by accessing the Web. Actually, this paragraph mentions another application of the Web.

In those days Hollywood was as attractive as a magnet, attracting ambitious young men and women from various parts of the world. The Hollywood studios, by means of advertising, turned young performers who played small parts in films and hoped to become famous into extremely famous and popular film stars. Today most of the Hollywood studios have been leased to television networks. About 80% of all American TV entertainment comes from Hollywood. Yet Hollywood has not lost all its glamour. Mov​ie stars still live there. Hollywood, above all, has the glamour of the past. The old Hollywood movies will be shown again and again in movie houses and television screens all over the world.
4.Structural analysis of the text and language points
The passage can be divided into three parts.
Part One: (Paragraph 1) This paragraph is the beginning part of the text. It provides a brief introduction to Holly​wood. The first sentence presents the most important information about this attractive place of entertainment. 
Part Two: (Paragraphs 2-8) These paragraphs constitute the body of the text. Each of these paragraphs tells us some ma​jor facts or important information about Hollywood.
Para. 2: tells briefly about the history of Hollywood and its great success in the past; also, it mentions what most of the famous movie making corporations are doing and refers to some immortal great stars.

Para. 3: states the fact that Hollywood was like a magnet, drawing ambitious young men and women from all over the world and describes what they did there.

Para. 4: points out that the stars were held on a tight rein by the studio chiefs.

Para. 5: makes it clear that the Hollywood studios, by means of ad​vertising, turned starlets into superstars and that many studio chiefs were tyrants.

Para. 6: mainly illustrates the fact that stars were often typecast.

Para. 7: tells us that Hollywood is no longer the heart of the world's motion picture industry, and that it has turned into the American TV entertainment center.

Para. 8: supports the statement that Hollywood has not lost all its glamour.
Part Three: (paragraph 9) This paragraph is the last part of the text. Its topic sentence is “Hollywood, above all, has the glamour of the past.” The author believes that for many years to come the old Hollywood movies will be shown again and again in movie houses and television screens all over the world.

The writer realizes the present scarcity and the real importance of integrity. That is why he writes about the topic. He wants to tell us that integrity is what is fundamental in every area of so​ciety and that it is something we must demand of ourselves. He wants to convince us that only by standing firmly for our convictions in the face of personal pressure, by always giving others credit that is rightfully theirs and by being honest and open about what we really are, can we live a rich life of principle and success.

4.Structural analysis of the text and language points
The passage can be divided into five parts.
Part One: (Paragraphs 1-2) These two paragraphs form the beginning of this essay. They contain a contrast of integrity: the author's grandparents and their generation firmly believed in honesty and demonstrated it by the way they lived, but nowadays integrity is getting scarcer. The last three sentences of the sec​ond paragraph suggest why the writer wrote the essay: as integrity is getting scarcer, and as it is the real fundamental thing in every field of society and something we must demand of ourselves, the writer feels necessary to write about it.
Part Two: (Paragraphs 3-8) The third paragraph introduces the Integrity Triad and links the preceding part with the following. The first sentence of the fourth paragraph expresses the first principle of the Integrity Triad. Paragraphs four to seven narrate a real story which illustrates this principle. The eighth paragraph, which consists of one sentence only, further expresses the principle.
Part Three: (Paragraphs 9-11) The author raises, explains and illustrates the second principle of the Integrity Triad. The message contained in the example makes the point quite clear.
Part Four: (Paragraphs 12-14) These paragraphs are also organized by the deductive method. The first sentence of Paragraph 12 serves as the topic sentence, which is the third principle of the Integrity Triad. The author expounds and offers some advice about this point.
Part Five: (Paragraphs 15) The last paragraph, the conclusion of the essay, is associated with the first one. In this para​graph, the author further explains what integrity means and points out what benefit and prospect a life of principle will bring you.

E.g.: The bottom line in the debate is the increasing number of motorcycle accidents and fatalities. 

3) outcome; the most important result in the end 

E.g.: If we make all the changes I am proposing, the bottom line is that the company will save $50000. 

· the Integrity Triad 

This is used by the writer as a good standard for testing one's integrity. According to the writer, the Integrity Triad consists of three key principles, which are made known in the text. 

triad: a group of three closely related people or things

· Stand firmly for your convictions in the face of personal pressure. 

Firmly adhere to your sincere beliefs even when you are faced with very forceful influence or very strong persuasion. 

stand for 

1) be a sign or short form of; represent; mean 

E.g.: Our Party stands for the interests of the broad masses of the people. 

2) (in questions and negatives) allow to continue; accept without complaining 

E.g.: I wouldn’t stand for that sort of treatment if I were you. 

3) have as a set of aims or principles; support 

E.g.: Even today those people still stand for serfdom in Tibet. 

· account for

1)give or be a satisfactory explanation for 

E.g.: How do you account for losing five games in a row? 

2) be the cause or origin of 

E.g.: North Sea oil accounts for a high proportion of our export earnings. 

· declare 

1)make known publicly or officially, according to rules, custom, etc.

E.g.: Britain declared war on Germany in 1914. 

2)state or show with great force so that there is no doubt about the meaning 

E.g.: She declared that she knew nothing about the robbery. 

· close 

1) (cause to) shut 

E.g.: The door closed behind me as I went out. 

2) (cause to) stop being open to the public 

E.g.: What time does the bank close? 

3) (cause to) stop operating or providing services, esp. without the intention of starting again E.g.: The firm has decided to close down its London branch. 

· object 

1)be against sth. or sb.; feel or show opposition or disapproval 

E.g.: I’d like to open the window if no one objects. 

2) give as an argument against sth. 

E.g.: I wanted to climb the hill, but Bill objected that he was too tired. 

· credit 

1)a system of buying goods or services and paying for them later 

E.g.: If you can’t afford to pay cash, buy the furniture on credit. 

2)belief or trust in the truth or rightness of something 

E.g.: Do you place any credit in the government’s story? 

3) public approval or praise given to sb. because of sth. he has done 

E.g.: That scientist was given no credit for his invention. 

· status 

1) one’s legal position or condition 

E.g.: Please state your name, age, and marital status. 

2) one’s social or professional rank or position, considered in relation to other people; high social position; recognition and respect by other people 

E.g.: What is your status in the organization? 

· be adult in your responses to life’s challenges. 

... answer or respond to life’s challenges in a way suitable for or typical of a grown-up. challenge 

1) (sth. with) the quality of demanding competitive action, interest, or thought 

E.g.: I am looking for a job with a bit more challenge. 

2) an invitation to compete in a fight, game, match, etc. 

E.g.: The President of the Board of Trustees is faced with a challenge to his leadership from his deputy. 

3) a questioning of the rightness, legality, etc. of something 

E.g.: This new report represents a challenge to the accepted version of those events. 

· tough 

1)strong; not easily weakened or broken; able to suffer difficult or severe conditions 

E.g.: Only tough breeds of sheep can live in the mountains. 

2)showing strong determination; uncompromising 

E.g.: We won the contract, but only through a lot of tough negotiating. 

3)difficult to do or deal with; not easy; needing much effort 

E.g.: The company is faced with tough competition. 

4)rough; without kind or sympathetic feelings or manners 

E.g.: The government has threatened to get tough with people who try to avoid paying taxes. 

· not succumbing to the seductive sirens of an easy morality

 not yielding to the lure of the use of methods that bring the most immediate benefits, based on practical rather than moral considerations 

succumb to 

1)stop opposing; to give in (to greater force or strength, a desire, etc. ) 

E.g.: They held out for some hours in the face of our persuasive offers, but eventually they succumbed.  

2)die because of 

E.g.: He finally succumbed to the illness.
